1st Step: 20 min Oral presentation

You need to be concise and show that you are an expert in this particular subject. Your presentation should include:

· Research problem/question clearly defined

· Link to negotiation and internship or a company

· How this research problem/question fits into the existing literature

· Explanation and justification of methodology used

· Analysis of results

· Conclusions and recommendations
· Limitations

You may use support material during your presentation.

2nd Step: 15 min question and answer session with the jury

3rd Step: 10 min deliberation of the Jury
4th Step: Feedback to the student

If you cannot be in Rennes in February 2009 you may do your oral defence long distance, in which case you will be sent a separate document explaining how this will be done.
